Standard photography, video and voice consent form.

Under the Data Protection Act 1998 parental consent must be obtained if recordings of students voice or image are to be used in the public domain. 

Points to note,

· All images that are taken, even to be put up in the classroom must have permission.

· If schools are using images on web sites, whilst seeking consent, parents must also be told that images can be down loaded from a web site.

· Images or voice recording which are being used as part of the curriculum for play back to the class for teaching purposes do not require consent from the parents as long as are not going to be subsequently on public display.

· If parents/carers wish to take photos etc of their children they are not subject to the act and have the right to record the development of the child through their life. Restricting the right of parents to take images must be made on rational grounds such as disruption (18 parents videoing the school play would be disruptive) or on inappropriate grounds (religious festivals, intrusive to the mood etc.)

· Photos taken by pupils of activities and visits are not subject to the act.
The most appropriate way obtain consent is to use the form with the OA4 medical consent form at the beginning of the Autumn term for all pupils. The LEA strongly recommends that this form is used.

If both forms are sent out back to back there will less chance of forms being lost and it will be a linked record if images are to be used.

Amend the form to state only the relevant situations for which your school wishes to obtain permission.
